On April 16, 2010, we submitted comments on behalf of a number of groups, collectively referred to as Friends.  At this time, we are resubmitting those comments, Exhibit A, attached, for the following reasons:
First, please add the following groups to those groups that signed on to our initial comments: Great Salt Lake Yacht Club, Bridgerland Audubon Society, Southshore Wetlands & Wildlife Management, Inc., Wasatch Audubon Society, Utah Airboat Association, Utah Mud Motor Association, and Utah Bowfishing Association.  
Second, Friends would like to clarify several issues related to our initial comments, namely:

· Antelope Island: The reference in our initial comments to the southern causeway was merely used as an illustration of the depth of analysis that should occur in drafting of the new CMP.  It was not meant as an endorsement of a causeway and, in fact, the groups would be opposed to that concept.
· Air Quality: We would like to reiterate our concern regarding the impact to air quality of the drawdown of the Lake and the need to address these impacts in the CMP.  This is especially important for particulate matter pollution.

· Mining: The CMP must take into account the impacts of all current, proposed, and reasonably foreseeable mining operations within the confines of the Lake.
· Scope of CMP: Although the legal oversight of the Division is limited to sovereign lands, and thus to the bed of the Lake, the scope of the new CMP must take into consideration all impacts to the Lake emanating from within the Great Salt Lake watershed.  For that reason, while the Division may not have the authority to control impacts that occur beyond the confines of the Lake, the CMP must at least account for those impacts to be truly comprehensive in scope.
